Waupaca County Marketing Cooperative A Success 
   For the past four years Waupaca County and eight municipalities including Clintonville, Manawa, Mari-
on, New London, Waupaca, Weyauwega, Fremont and Iola, have participated in a Wisconsin Department 
of Tourism Grant Program. The first year of the grant was dedicated to researching markets and custom-
ers, establishing a brand and logo and crafting a strategic marketing plan. In total over $200,000 has 
been invested by the State of Wisconsin, Waupaca County and eight of its municipalities in building 
state-of-art tools, including a website with searchable map capabilities, business and quality of life vid-
eos, social media outreach, as well as targeted cable television and internet advertising. 
   The 2015 focus of the Marketing Cooperative was advertising the 60 business member videos via Face-
book and YouTube, along with a few quality-of-life community videos. In adition, there were seveal 
event videos and some general videos focused on branding. The results were exceptional (an impressions 
is a partial view of a video).

They will also return to focusing some advertising dollars on 
cable television branding ads in the Fox Valley and Milwaukee markets (year three focus). Coop mem-
bers can take advantage of that cable TV pricing structure to advertising their business or community. 
   The expertise of the contracted professional marketing firm, My Marketing Director, Clintonville, is 
the reason why this all works so well. They have become extremely skilled at managing the complex 
world of advertising on the internet. Tourism is the third largest industry in Waupaca County; $87.4 mil-
lion in 2014 according to the WI Department of Tourism statistics. The Waupaca County Marketing Coop-
erative is the first countywide effort to reach out and try to increase the amount of tourism money 
spent here.
